FISHING TIPS 
 

Have you ever thought about what to do with leftover 
minnows.  If you didn’t know, you are supposed to de-
stroy your minnows after fishing.  These rules are de-
signed to prevent the spread of viral hemorrhagic septi-
cemia (VHS) which has killed thousands of fish in the 
lower Great Lakes.  Club Member Jim Barton has a 
recipe for Salting Minnows, but be sure to check your 
States regulations before using them.  If you would like 
to share your recopies or any fishing tips, please write 
me at ilcajun@msn.com. 
 

Salting Minnows 
 
Ingredients: Canning Salt and Borax 
Dry minnows well, pat dry and put in large container.  
Sprinkle with canning salt and then borax.  Hand mix so 
that minnows are covered.  Put minnows and mixing 
ingredients in freezer bags and freeze.  Keep frozen 
until ready to use.
